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Panetta talks
2014 defense
budgetary request

WASHINGTON — Defense Secretary
Leon E. Panetta revealed that the proposed
military pay raise for 2014 is 1 percent,
and that the department is proceeding in a
logical, careful way to do its part to cut the
deficit and preserve military capabilities.

Panetta and Gen. Martin E. Dempsey,
the chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff,
spoke at the Pentagon during a reporters
roundtable about what the 2014 budget
proposal would look like and what the
threat of budget uncertainty, including the
looming threat of sequestration, would
mean to it.

In a normal year, defense officials would
be discussing the fiscal 2014 DOD budget
request now. But this year is far from
normal, and officials do not expect the
budget to even go to Congress until late in
March.

The budget the secretary outlined
includes the $487 billion in cuts that were
proposed in 2011. The budget also is based
on the defense strategy unveiled in January
2012. It “really does set a framework for
what the force of the 21st century should
look like,” Panetta said.

What's most important is the budget
proposal would “protect the strongest
military on Earth,” he said.

The fiscal 2014 budget proposal also
requests a military pay raise of 1 percent.

“No one is getting a pay cut, but we will
provide a pay raise that’s smaller than we've
seen in past years in order to achieve some
savings by virtue of what we confront in the
compensation area,” Panetta said.

Charging smart
phone can
Increase cyber threat

YONGSAN, South Korea — Smart
phone owners with access to government
computers in South Korea have rapidly
become the number one group of cyber
security violators in the country.

Over a recent seven-day period, the
Korea Theater Network Operations
Center detected 129 cyber violations
caused by smart phones alone. Most of the
perpetrators did not realize they had done
anything wrong.

“The main problem is that people are
using their government computers to
charge their phones with USB cables,
said Lt. Col Mary M. Rezendes, 1st Signal
Brigade operations officer-in-charge.

Violators don’t realize that computers
recognize their phones as USB devices and
that their software puts the network at risk.

The Armys information assurance
policies, found in Army Regulation 25-2,
prohibit the use of USB devices on its
networks. Before being granted access to
Army networks, users are required to take
cyber security training. They also sign a user
agreement that states that they will not use
USB devices on government computers.

“Cyber security is at the top of the list
of our priorities and we must hold those
accountable for violating the Army’s
policies,” Rezendes said.

Service members who violate the policy
are subject to punishment under military
law. Civilians may be reprimanded.

TRADOC CG talks dget cuts

FORT EUSTIS, Va. — With
the daily drumbeat of news and
rumors surrounding uncertainty
of Army funding levels, Gen.
Robert W. Cone, commanding
general of US. Army Training
and Doctrine Command, hosted
a town hall forum to share
information directly with the
TRADOC civilian workforce
Feb. 7 at Jacob’s Theater on Fort
Eustis.

“Thavelearned during my time
in the Army that communication
is critical when you are going
through a tough situation or are
dealing with a lot of uncertainty;’
Cone said. “I may not have all of
the information you want at this
time, but I want to make sure
that we all have a shared view of
the situation”

The uncertainty for the Army’s
budget is created by a one-two
punch of operating under a
continuing  resolution  with
funding levels locked at the 2012
fiscal year rate, and the potential
cuts, or sequestration, that are
set to take effect March 1.

Cone told the standing-room-
only crowd of TRADOC civilians
and their supervisors that the
command’s potential share of

is about 20 percent of the total
budget for fiscal year 2013.
TRADOC is following the
secretary of defense’s guidance to
take immediate actions to reduce
spending and conduct necessary
planning in preparation for
potential funding reductions.
TRADOCs  commanding
general also said he believes
that the command’s proactive
measures to cut costs such as
limiting temporary duty travel,
curtailing  conferences and
finding other efficiencies have
helped to dampen the magnitude

our budget is actually smaller in
2013 than it was in 2001, Cone
said. “You have done a great job.
A lot of the things we can do to
save money have already been
done. You have ‘paid the piper’in
the past, and while the projected
cut is not good, it is better than
what it could be”

Cone reiterated the need
to protect what he believes is
the “seed corn” for the future
— the commands nearly
19,600-strong civilian workforce
— which includes temps, terms
and permanent employees

appointments and release temp
employees by Feb. 22, “some
of the most innovative work in
this command is being done by
temps and terms”

To thatend, a deliberate review
to validate mission-essential
temp and term positions is being
conducted across the command.

The furloughing of permanent
civilian employees will be a
tool of last resort, but is being
considered as a potential
measure to meet the Army’s
fiscal requirements.

“For the last year and a half,
we have been very disciplined
in our personnel decisions,
Helmerson said. “We have made
some innovative changes to
try and protect our permanent
workforce?”

After  taking  questions
from the audience, TRADOC
leaders emphasized that every
effort to protect the workforce
will be made and updates
will be provided in a timely
manner through senior leader
engagements like this town
hall.

198th Infantry gathers for worship

ore than 19,000 trainees passed
through the footprint of the
“Brave and Bold,” 198th Infan-

try Brigade, one station unit training on
Sand Hill. Depending upon their mili-
tary occupation speciality, their training
will last 12 to 14 weeks.

Even though both cadre and trainees
spend enormous hours training, on
Sunday morning, however, the trainees
hit the road for the nearest chapel on
Sand Hill to worship and reinforce their
spiritual resilience. Those who travel to
Soldiers Chapel arrive by a variety of
methods including bus, van or marching
formations.

The 198th Infantry Brigade unit
ministry teams have the awesome
responsibility to ensure every trainee
is given the opportunity to practice
their religious beliefs via worship or by
religious studies. Within the brigade,
there are currently three Protestant
chaplains, one Catholic priest, one
Jewish rabbi and five chaplain assistants,
even though it’s almost unheard of to
have chaplains of such distinct religious
backgrounds within one brigade at the
same time. Having chaplains with diverse
religious denominations allows trainees
a broader choice of worship services to
attend.

On a weekly basis, about 1,200
Protestant trainees and 425 Catholic
trainees attend worship at Soldiers
Chapel on Sand Hill. There are three
Sunday morning time slots designated
for trainees of Protestant faith and time is
allocated Sunday afternoon for Catholic
Mass. In order to accomplish this weekly
mission, several essential factors align to
provide a quality worshipping experience
for trainees. The brigade UMT plays a
significant role in this task, which consists
of a chaplain, OIC, a chaplain assistant
and NCOIC. The OIC and the NCOIC’s
primary mission are twofold: oversee

daily operations of the chapel and provide
support to all battalion UMTs.

Each Sunday, a chaplain and a chaplain
assistant from one of the battalions are in
charge of services with provided support
from a musician and two volunteers.

Ultimately, the chaplain is responsible
for conducting worship service, leading
the congregation in Scripture readings,
prayer and allowing the trainees to
express their faith through giving of
offering.

In addition, the chaplain also
delivers a sermon generally focusing
on encouragement, hope, peace
and challenging trainees to pursue
their spiritual development in God.
Occasionally, between worship, he will
also perform brief counseling sessions
with trainees.

Chaplain assistants are other key
personnel involved in the worship
experience.

He or she opens the chapel every
Sunday at 7:30 a.m. and remains until 4
p.m. to secure the building and recover
the chapel for the next the event.

On Communion Sundays, Spc. Ashley
Ard is responsible for preparing the
necessary items prior to the beginning of
worship, while the chaplain administers
communion during service.

Still another valuable portion of the

worship service includes our musical staft
consisting of one pianist, Rachel Thorne,
and two volunteers, Bob and Becky
Ingram. They start their day each Sunday
at Soldiers Chapel from 8 a.m. to noon.
Occasionally, trainees take additional
parts in worship by playing various
musical instruments and singing during
service. Members on the musical staff
encourage trainees to use their talents

in all musical facets of worship. Believe

it or not, there are many gifted future
Infantrymen attending worship that are
very talented in the music sector.

By and large, worship on Sunday for
the 198th Infantry Brigade UMTs is an
exhilarating time of the week.

Moreover, it is an unparalleled site to
observe over 1,200 young men coming
and going from Soldiers Chapel weekly.
These men take full advantage of their
First Amendment right to free exercise of
religion.

As a result of their determination to
include a spiritual dimension to their
training, they will certainly be better
prepared to face life’s many challenges.

Government vehicles are being used
in inappropriate ways and it has to stop,
transportation office officials said.

“If youre using a vehicle to carry out
the mission, then more than likely youre
using the vehicle properly, but if you're
not, you need to stop and question if it’s the
right thing to do,” said Derrick Candler,
installation transportation officer for the
Directorate of Logistics.

An example of proper use includes
driving to a meeting for work or going to a
nearby restaurant while on TDY. Improper
use includes activities such as running
personal errands or transporting friends
around post.

That kind of improper use becomes
especially significant duringlean economic
times, Candler said, when funds are low.

“At least a few times a week we get
reports of government vehicles parked in
unauthorized places, and that’s becoming
a huge problem,” he said. “If we allow
government vehicles to be misused, we are
contributing to the waste of resources. As
public stewards, we are entrusted to ensure
the proper use of and exercise positive
control over government vehicles. When
a government vehicle is used for reasons
other than official government business,
it is costly as well as illegal. Misuse of
government vehicles continues to chip
away at the core of our support base —
vehicles and money — and violates Army
Regulation 58-1”

Another aspect to consider is the
increase in the probability of a car wreck,
however minor.

“The more vehicles are driven for
unofficial purposes, the more the potential
for inexcusable accidents,” Candler said,
“thereby adversely affecting our ability to
function effectively and efficiently”

While misuse adds unnecessary miles
to already old vehicles and compounds
fuel expenses, using them correctly and
taking care of them helps save the Army
money that can ultimately be put to better
use, he said.

Permissible uses

e Official business (e.g., making rounds
of area work sites, attending a meeting,
officially participating in a public
ceremony).

e Traveling from place of duty to after-
hours official functions. Vehicle must
return to place of duty.

e Going to the dry cleaners, barber,
drugstore, or a local restaurant while
on TDY.

e When in doubt, consult legal counsel.

Impermissible uses

¢ Driving vehicles to the dining facility,
barracks or off-post restaurants while
not TDY.

e Going to a private social function
(e.g., unofficial birthday ball, hail

and farewell, private dinner party).

e Doing personal errands or business
(e.g., going to the bank or a drive-
through).

e Transporting dependents/visitors
(e.g., girlfriend, boyfriend, children,
parents) other than the spouse or
non-spouse escort in a GOV with the
employee.

* Going to the movies or bowling alley
while on TDY.

Candler suggested military and DA
civilians to assess their use of government
vehicles and advised leaders to maintain
the appropriate oversight over the
government vehicles under their care.

“Leaders are ultimately responsible for
the proper use of all non-tactical vehicles
assigned to them,” he said.

People can report misuse of government
vehicles through their chain of command
or by calling the transportation office at
706-545-3018.

first three years of ADSO from a student
loan repayment program election.

Once a Soldier meets the Post-9/11 GI Bill
requirements, they then must meet transfer
eligibility criteria in order to initiate the
transfer of any benefits.

In order to transfer benefits, the Soldier
must be currently on active duty or a
member of the selected reserve, have at least
six years of eligible service, have no adverse
or negative actions pending and agree to
serve an additional service obligation based
on the time the Soldier had in service as of
Aug. 1, 2009.

If a Soldier had 20 or more years of
service as of August 2009, then there is no
additional service requirement; 19 years
of service as of August 2009 carries an
additional service requirement of one year,
while 18 years of service would require an
additional two-year service requirement
and 17 years requires an additional three
years of service.

If a Soldier has less than 17 years of
service, then four additional years of service
are required in order to qualify for the
benefits transfer.

However, beginning Aug. 1, 2013, all
personnel who wish to transfer educational
benefits will incur a four-year additional
service requirement or service remaining
requirement.

With the change impending and the
economy still on shaky ground, Master
Sgt. Gregg Curry, a reserve component
career counselor, said Soldiers interested in
transferring their benefits should do so as
soon as possible.

“If you can transfer your benefits and
take care of it now, that would be my
recommendation,” Curry said. “With the
economic climate today, it’s probably a good
idea to go ahead and do it sooner rather
than later”

In order to begin the transfer process,
Soldiers should visit the MilConnect website
at www.dmdc.osd.mil/milconnect.

Curry said he recommends initially
transferring one month of benefits to all
Family members that might need benefits
in the future, as a one-month transfer will
activate them in the system now, rather
than after Aug. 1.

“Aslongasyou enter one month of benefits
for each person, then they become active in
the system and you can transfer benefits to
them freely;” Curry said. “If you have a child
who drops out of school or something like
that, you can take whatever benefits you
had transferred to them and transfer them
to another family member or dependent.
You'’re able to move them around, so long as

Soldiers should contact their servicing
career counselor once they have requested
the transfer, as the counselor will serve as
the approving official for the process.

After requesting the transfer, Soldiers
should return to the website at a later date
to ensure the transfer was accepted.

Once a request is approved, the recipient
of the benefits must go to the Veterans
Inline Application website at vabenefits.vba.
va.gov/vonapp/main.asp and submit Form
22-1990e.

Upon completion of the form, the
benefit recipient will receive the certificate
of eligibility that schools require when
enrolling students who are using transferred
benefits.

Dependents may use their transferred
benefits to attend any VA-approved
institution of higher learning, including
two-year or four-year public or private
colleges and universities, including online
schools.

They may pursue any degree permitted by
the Post-9/11 GI Bill, including associate’s
degrees, bachelor’s degrees, master’s or first
professional degrees or doctorate degrees.

The VA will play tuition and eligible fees
directly to the school, up to the in-state
maximum, which varies by state.

A monthly housing allowance is also
provided to full-time students, which
depends upon the ZIP code of the school.

If the student is taking all online courses,
thehousingallowance will notbeauthorized.
However, taking at least one traditional class
in a classroom setting can cause the housing
allowance to be authorized.

Spouses are not eligible for the housing
allowance if the Soldier is still serving on
active duty, but dependent children will
receive the allowance regardless if they are
living at home or not.

If a Soldier encounters problems during
the transfer process, they should contact
their career counselor at the battalion or
brigade level.

Col. Elmer Speights Jr., director of
TRADOC Capabilities Manager — Stryker,
invited more than a dozen personnel from
Anniston Army Depot, Ala., to Fort Benning
last week for an in-depth look at the Stryker
Brigade Combat Team — its capabilities
and what it looks like in action.

While the professionals at Anniston are
responsible for the Stryker when it’s out of
combat, most have never even seen one fire,
Speights said.

“You see the dedication on their faces.
They actually love what they do,” said
Speights, who toured the Alabama facility
last fall. “Outside of Anniston, they really
had no idea of how their vehicle was being
used. Theyre all excited. This is the real
thing for them?”

Wednesday’s schedule included a brief on
the past use and future plans of the SBCT.
Afterward, Anniston employees viewed a
training exercise conducted by C Company,
Ist Battalion, 29th Infantry Regiment, on
Red Cloud Range.

While also a way to say thank you, the visit
allowed the visitors to gain new information
on the SBCT.

“They get the chance to talk to Soldiers
whove actually been to combat with their
vehicle,” Speights said. “They get to hear a
Soldier talk about the good and bad aspects
of the vehicle”

The training was as real-world as possible.
It included two Bradleys and two Stryker
Infantry Carrier Vehicles, both conducting
live fires.

Speights said the simulated combat
scenario would be a first for most of the
Anniston employees, who typically see
only the aftermath of real encounters
downrange.

“They see the devastating damage that
comes back from war;,” he said. “They fix it
like brand new, push it back out, but they
don’t know anything about how that vehicle
was blown up, what happened to the troops
who were in there.

“Then they have these new things called
double V hulls that they hear are saving
hundreds oflives in theater from IED strikes.
They see this devastated vehicle come back
in and say, ‘Did this whole crew walk away?’
And we come back and tell them, Yes, they
did, and this is why””

When Strykers were first developed, they
were flat-bottomed vehicles. In 2011, the
first double V hull Strykers were fielded to
Afghanistan.

The new design provides additional
protection against IEDs, and has literally
saved Soldiers’ lives, said Sgt. Maj. Jeftrey
Marcon, Anniston Army Depot sergeant
major.

Speights said the additional armor adds to
the weight of the vehicle, so developers are
looking to add a 450 horsepower engine.

The new engine is one of the many
Engineer Change Proposals currently on
the table — “small improvements that
make a big update in the system,” Speights
said. After the updates are approved, the
Anniston employees will be the first to see
and input the changes. It's part of a reset
program Strykers are currently undergoing
to prepare them for the future battlefield.

The Stryker vehicle is expected to last at

least another 30 years in the Army, Speights
said, and Anniston Army Depot will be
part of that future. He said he hopes to
continue hosting groups from Anniston
Army Depot. The Anniston employees
are both Department of Defense civilians
and General Dynamics Land Systems
contractors.

Ultimately, Marcon said, the visit
strengthens the partnership between TCM
Stryker and Anniston Army Depot and
benefits both.

“It's just a great opportunity, he said.

They
get to see their work and what it does. It’s
going to give them more pride in the work

In 2012, 95 individuals were arrested
for shoplifting at Fort Benning, including
38 spouses of active-duty Soldiers, 23
unauthorized civilians, 20 active-duty
Soldiers, eight civilians and six juveniles.

In the past, loss prevention efforts have
focused on juveniles, which has led to a
steady decline in instances of juvenile theft
on-post. However, spouses of Soldiers have
now become the largest area of concern for
AAFES.

“The issue with the spouses is something
that’s kind of new to us, Dixon said.
“Recently, I went to a meeting and spoke
specifically to the spouses about shoplifting.
We just wanted to educate them on what
happens”

AAFES routinely focuses on educating
the younger members of the community
on the dangers of shoplifting, an effort that
Dixon said is key to curtailing the problem
in the long-term.

“The more we educate the younger
people, the more difference we can make,”
Dixon said. “The people who are older than
30 and are still stealing are the ones I don't
think too much can be done about. But, if
we can catch those who are 18 to 25 and
just show them what can happen to them, I
think we can cut down on shoplifting”

There are several consequences for
shoplifting on post, which can include
the potential for arrest or a $200 civil
recovery fine. Soldiers caught stealing can
be demoted or face a court-martial, and
Family members caught stealing could be

barred from Fort Benning.

Dixon said the loss prevention team uses
a variety of tools to catch shoplifters, not
the least of which is the surveillance camera
system in place at all AAFES locations.

The cameras, which have the ability to
rotate 360 degrees and zoom 300-400 yards,
can be controlled remotely from a central
control room, and can be used to identify
suspects after a theft has occurred.

“If a Soldier steals something of value,
were going to collect that amount if
we identify them,” Dixon said. “Once
we identify the Soldier and send the
commander a notification of the damages,
generally the commander will order the
Soldier to pay the damages owed. After 90
days, the complaint will go to a collections
department at headquarters, and if the
Soldier is active duty, then it will go to the
Treasury office, who will just automatically
take it out of their wages.”

Outside of Soldiers and their Families,
AAFES has also seen a growth in thefts by
unauthorized civilian shoppers.

“I think that’s because it’s a little easier to
get on post now;” Dixon said. “But that isn’t
the entire reason. Sometimes authorized
shoppers will bring unauthorized shoppers
in, and they’ll do some things they shouldn’t
be doing. The thing that hurts us is when
an unauthorized person comes in and
steals, it’s harder to recover it, and if there’s
damage to the merchandise, we generally
lose that investment instead of getting the
money back”

The loss prevention team keeps an eye on
trends in retail theft, helping it to identify
those products that might be targeted more

frequently.

“We dont watch people, we watch
merchandise,” Dixon said. “Whatever the
popular item is on the street right now, we
know that. We have access to those statistics.
When people pick that merchandise up,
generally if they don't throw it into a
shopping cart, we keep a close eye on it”

Once those frequently stolen products
are identified, steps can be taken to limit the
opportunity for theft.

Video game thefts, for example, were
once an area of concern for AAFES, but
have now been almost entirely eliminated.

“Just last year, we put what we call game
keepers, which are thick plastic boxes with a
magnetic strip, on the video games,” Dixon
said. “We went from losing $800-900 worth
of games per month to losing nothing. The
boxes cost $10 each, but they've already
paid for themselves.”

local Exchange, said employees are trained
to engage customers verbally, something
that helps to not only provide quality
customer service, but also to serve as a
shoplifting deterrent.

“We have a 10-foot rule, where when
a customer comes within 10 feet of an
associate, the associate is supposed to
acknowledge the customer;” James said.
“That helps prevent shoplifting because if
someone is thinking about shoplifting, it
helps to plant the idea that we're watching
them.”

While shoplifting is a concern for AAFES,
it is not the only loss prevention issue that
it faces. Employee theft and fraud have also
been problems in the past, Dixon said.

“We've had some bad apples that we've
hired, but we've always made it right with
our customers as soon as we discovered
something was going on,” he said. “There’s
not a company out there that hasn’t had a
bad employee, but we do whatever we can
to make it right when that does happen”

Here is the secretary’s announcement of the policy
change:

“Seventeen months ago, the United States military
ended the policy of Don’t Ask, Don't Tell” We have
implemented the repeal of that policy and made clear that
discrimination based on sexual orientation has no place
in the Department of Defense.

“At the time of repeal, I committed to reviewing benefits
that had not previously been available to same-sex
partners based on existing law and policy. It is a matter
of fundamental equity that we provide similar benefits to
all of those men and women in uniform who serve their
country.

“The department already provides a group of benefits
that are member-designated. Today, I am pleased to
announce that after a thorough and deliberate review, the
department will extend additional benefits to same-sex
partners of service members.

“Taking care of our service members and honoring the
sacrifices of all military families are two core values of this
nation. Extending these benefits is an appropriate next
step under current law to ensure that all service members
receive equal support for what they do to protect this
nation.

“One of the legal limitations to providing all benefits at

this time is the Defense of Marriage Act, which is still the
law of the land.

“There are certain benefits that can only be provided
to spouses as defined by that law, which is now being
reviewed by the United States Supreme Court. While it
will not change during my tenure as secretary of defense,
I foresee a time when the law will allow the department
to grant full benefits to service members and their
dependents, irrespective of sexual orientation.

Until then, the department will continue to comply
with current law while doing all we can to take care of all
Soldiers, Sailors, Airmen, Marines and their Families.

“While the implementation of additional benefits will
require substantial policy revisions and training, it is my
expectation that these benefits will be made available as
expeditiously as possible.

“One of the great successes at the Department of Defense
has been the implementation of DADT repeal. It has been
highly professional and has strengthened our military
community. I am confident in the military services’ ability
to effectively implement these changes over the coming
months.”

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Army continues to explore"human dimension’

WASHINGTON — The Army realized
in the early years of the wars in Iraq and
Afghanistan that in addition to conventional
warfare, Soldiers were asked to perform a lot
of nontraditional functions, some of which
they were often ill-equipped to do.

These included negotiating with tribal
leaders and helping develop infrastructure
and services for local populations, said
Col. Thomas Meyer, chief of the Human
Dimension Task Forceat U.S. Army Training
and Doctrine Command.

In 2006, Gen. William Wallace, who was
the commander of TRADOC, realized that
since more was being asked of Soldiers, they
must improve performance, Meyer said.

Wallace concluded that “tanks, trucks
and guns were not the primary reason for
battlefield success. Rather, it was the Soldiers
on the ground," Meyer said.

TRADOC responded by adding the
"Human Dimension" to its six other
dimensions of study: Mission Command,
Movement and Maneuver, Protection, Fires,
Intelligence and Sustainment. Since then,
human performance has moved toward the
forefront of Army research.

The goals of Human Dimension research
are to create a more resilient, knowledgeable

and adaptive force through improved
selection, talent management and training,
Meyer said.

Because those goals are so broad,
TRADOC enlisted the assistance of business
and industry, academia and science — since
each of these sectors had already been
doing a lot of human performance studies.
Army research labs, G-1 personnel and
Army medicine were also consulted and
information was shared across the services.

Researchers used cognitive, performance
and psychological studies and surveys to
better place Soldiers in MOSs where they'd
have a better chance of succeeding.

Placement is critically important, Meyer

said. He provided an example of a 68W, or
combat medic, whose training is extensive:
13 months. To succeed, that person should
have the right mix of knowledge and skills.

Also, the chemistry of the brain and
personality factors could determine who
succeeds and who doesn't.

The ultimate test, Meyer said, might be
when they experience their first casualty
on the battlefield. Some individuals can’t
function in that traumatic environment.

“Through research into how the mind
and body works, we are learning more
about those individual characteristics that
will enable us to better place that person,’
he said, resulting in lower rates of attrition.

In addition to better placement, Human
Dimension is looking at ways to deliver
improved training methods that are also
more cost effective.

Some individuals respond better to
different learning methods, Meyer said. So
the Army is adding virtual training, online
courses and simulations, so Soldiers learn at
their own pace and get quick feedback.

A traditional method of training involves
creating a mockup of a village in a particular
country, hiring actors to play the parts of
locals and then sending Soldiers on orders
to remote training centers. All of this costs
time and money, he said.

Now, a lot of this type of training can be
run through simulations, he said, adding
thata visit to a training center might still take
place, but by the time the Soldier arrives, he
or she would have already become familiar
with the training through virtual means.

Human Dimension is working on ways
to optimize Soldiers’ physical and cognitive
abilities and increase their resilience to
hardships. TRADOC is including Families
and Army civilians in its scope of study.

TRADOCs studies, while relevant for the
Army today, are focused on looking ahead
to 2020 and even 2030 and beyond.

And as America and its Army face an
uncertain fiscal future, investing in the
Soldier is paramount, Meyer said.

by only 53 Soldiers and situated at the bottom of a valley,
came under attack by as many as 300 Taliban fighters.

During the fight, the perimeter of COP Keating was
breached by the enemy. Romesha, who was injured in the
battle, led the fight to protect the bodies of fallen Soldiers,
provide cover to those Soldiers seeking medical assistance,
and reclaim the American outpost that would later be
deemed “tactically indefensible”

“Throughout history, the question has often been asked,
why? Why do those in uniform take such extraordinary
risks? And what compels them to such courage?” Obama
said. “You ask Clint and any of these Soldiers who are here
today, and they’ll tell you. Yes, they fight for their country,
and they fight for our freedom. Yes, they fight to come home
to their families. But most of all, they fight for each other, to
keep each other safe and to have each other’s backs.”

The White House ceremony was attended by several
hundred, including lawmakers, defense leaders, Romesha’s
family, and team members from Romeshas own Bravo
Troop, 3rd Squadron, 61st Cavalry Regiment, 4th Brigade
Combat Team, 4th Infantry Division. Also there was
Secretary of Defense Leon E. Panetta, Chief of Staft of
the Army Gen. Ray Odierno and Sgt. Maj. of the Army

Raymond F. Chandler ITL.

The president said that upon learning he would receive
the Medal of Honor, Romesha displayed the brand of
humbleness typical of many Soldiers.

“When I called Clint to tell him that he would receive this
medal, he said he was honored, but he also said, ‘it wasn't
just me out there, it was a team effort,” the president said.
“And so today we also honor this American team, including
those who made the ultimate sacrifice”

Included among those who died in the fighting that day in
Afghanistan were Staff Sgt. Justin Gallegos, Sgt. Christopher
Griffin, Sgt. Joshua Hardt, Sgt. Joshua Kirk, Spc. Stephan
Mace, Staff Sgt. Vernon Martin, Sgt. Michael Scusa and Pfc.
Kevin Thomson.

“Each of these patriots gave their lives looking out for
each other;” the president said. “In a battle that raged all day,
that brand of selflessness was displayed again and again and
again, Soldiers exposing themselves to enemy fire to pull a
comrade to safety, tending to each other’s wounds, (and)
performing ‘buddy transfusions, giving each other their
own blood”

The president said on that day, it wasn’t just Romesha who
earned recognition for his actions, it was dozens of Soldiers.
From that battle, Soldiers earned 37 Army Commendation
Medals, 27 Purple Hearts, 18 Bronze Stars and nine Silver
Stars, the president said.

“These men were outnumbered, outgunned and almost
overrun,” Obama said.

Transitioning Soldiers get
earlier start with ACAP

Gone are the days when
transitioning Soldiers elected to
go through the Army Career and
Alumni Program 90 days before
their separation from service. The
now mandatory program, which
includes a five-day Transition
Assistance Program workshop,
reaches out to Soldiers 12 to 18
months before their ETS date
in order to give them better
preparation for transitioning
successfully to a civilian life.

Changes to ACAP came
about because of the Veterans
Opportunity to Work to Hire
Heroes Act, a law passed in
2011 and that went into effect in
November 2012.

“Our goal on Fort Benning is
to help the Soldier to transition
successfully, whatever that is —

either going to school or opening
up their own business, starting a
franchise or getting a new career;,’
said Eddie Perez, transition services
manager for Fort Benning’s ACAP.
“And we've been very successful
at doing that but (starting early)
is key. We don’t want the Soldier
to wait too late because then the
stress of separating with the Family
and all, it makes it too difficult for
them to concentrate on one thing
or the other. So we try to get them
very early”

He said support from senior
leadership was also important.

Transitioning Soldiers at the
beginning of the ACAP process do
an Military Occupational Specialty
Crosswalk to help them decide
what they want to do and how to
get there.

During the five-day workshop,
Soldiers will learn how to write a
resume, dress for success, do a job

interview and set goals.

“There’s no military jargon
when we finish the resume,” Perez
said about the resume writing
workshops. “Unless, the specific
employers are looking for Soldiers
with specific backgrounds then
yes, we will have that particular
jargon but for the most part we
teach them how to write it so that
if you read it, you wouldn’t know
that he was a Soldier unless you go
down to the bottom and you read
‘prior military.”

Soldiers also take a seminar
on budget planning, which helps
them develop a financial plan for
the next 12 months after their
separation, Perez said.

The center brings employers on
post to look for Soldiers interested
in going to work immediately.

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Columbus Botanical Garden opens birding area

s the birds darted and swooped
Ainto the feeders like aerial
acrobats, the excitement showed
on the children’s
faces, and I
knew I had just
been presented
my reward.
The Columbus
Botanical Garden
has opened a new
bird-feeding area,
and the birds

We first designed our area with a
3-foot thicket on the outer perimeter.
This serves as a wonderful shelter for
little birds needing some protection.
We have installed three shallow water
stations comprised of hand-made glazed
clay saucers attached to 4-foot, log-like
posts. The water is changed daily, but will
soon have a continuous drip. Water is an
absolute in creating your backyard feeding
station.

All of our feeders are attached to 8-foot,
tree-like posts. We have black-oiled
sunflower feeders that are drawing finches
in epic proportions, as well as chickadees.
The peanut butter logs are doing their
part too. They are bringing in warblers,
woodpeckers, tufted titmice and more. It
seems everyday new birds are finding our
feeding area.

Everyone has their favorite recipes,
including straight peanut butter, crunchy
or smooth. If you are like most, you'll
gravitate to whatever peanut butter is on
sale. We have chosen to mix ours with
cornmeal, and it has certainly proven to be
a blend equal to the task.

Our peanut butter logs vary in size but
are generally about 24-inches in length. Six
three-fourths of an inch wide holes were
drilled a little less than an inch deep. These
holes will later be filled with your peanut
butter blend. Some of our feeders have also
had little quarter-inch holes drilled below
the large ones so that branch like pieces of
wood could be inserted for perches.

While we have added a feeding station
and expanded the world of birding to
our area, we are a garden and first began
by planting native plants that produce
berries loved by birds.

Thousands of dental emergencies — from
injuries to a painful abscessed tooth — take
place every day. Would you know what to
do if your child broke a tooth or had a tooth
knocked out while playing outdoors?

What if you had a bad toothache in the
middle of the night and couldn’t get to the
dentist until the next day?

Knowing what to do can lessen the pain
and save a tooth that might otherwise be lost.

Keep your dental office phone number and
an emergency number where the dentist can
be reached after hours with other emergency
numbers, such as your family doctor and fire
and police departments.

Some families post these numbers on the
refrigerator or inside a kitchen cabinet door
near the phone. Call the dentist immediately
for instructions on how to handle a dental
emergency.

Toothache

Rinse the mouth with warm water to clean
it out. Gently use dental floss or an interdental
cleaner to remove any food or other debris
that may be caught between the teeth.

Never put aspirin or any other painkiller
against the gums near the aching tooth.
This could burn gum tissue. If the toothache

persists, try to see the dentist.

Dont rely on painkillers. They may
temporarily relieve pain, but your dentist
should evaluate the condition.

Knocked-out (avulsed) tooth

Try to find the tooth. This may not be as
easy as you think if the injury took place
on a playground, basketball court or while
skateboarding, so try to stay calm. Hold the
tooth by the crown and rinse the root in
water if the tooth is dirty.

Don't scrub it or remove any attached
tissue fragments.

If it’s possible, gently insert and hold the
tooth in its socket while you head to the
dentist.

If that’s not possible, put the tooth in a cup
of milk and bring it to the dentist.

Time is  critical for  successful
reimplantation, so try to get to your dentist
immediately.

Broken tooth

Rinse your mouth with warm water to clean
the area. Use cold compresses on the outside
of the cheek to help reduce the swelling.

Tongue or lip bites or wounds

Clean the area gently with a clean cloth
and apply cold compresses to reduce any
swelling.

If the bleeding can't be controlled, go to a
hospital emergency room or clinic. You may
able to reduce bleeding from the tongue by
pulling it forward and using gauze to put
pressure on the wound.

Objects caught between teeth
Try to gently remove the object with dental
floss. Never use a sharp instrument to remove
any object that is stuck between your teeth.
If you can’t dislodge the object with floss,
contact your dentist.

with being the only female on the ice, though.

“Everything I did was with the guys,” she said. “It's more

Hedges was the only female on the youth and high school
teams she played for. Things changed at the collegiate level
when she played on all-female teams for Northeastern
University and the University of Maine. But while stationed
at Fort Drum, N.Y,, after she joined the Army, she went
back to being the only woman while playing for a traveling
hockey team. Later, shoulder surgeries and deployments to
Iraq and Korea kept her out of the game, until she came to
Fort Benning in August.

When it came time for Fort Benning to play Fort Bragg
Jan. 26, it got even better for Hedges.

“It was so much fun,” she said. “These boys were shooting
and shooting hard and quick. That's what I used to play
and I hadn't gotten the opportunity to play against that
competition (in a long time).”

Hedges played 14 minutes of the second period against
Fort Bragg to near perfection, but collapsed in the final
minute while Fort Benning had a 2-0lead. Jerome Bechard,
head coach of the Fort Benning team and the Columbus
Cottonmouths, said she looked locked in.

Hedges gave up two goals before the period ended,
though Fort Benning pulled out the win in an overtime
shootout.

“I lost focus,” she said. “I took things for granted for a
second.”

She’s ‘old school’

The game of hockey changed in the six years Hedges was
kept off the ice, especially at the goalie position, Bechard
said. As skaters have gotten bigger, stronger and faster, and
equipment has improved, goalies have had to adjust their
style.

Nearly every goalie in today’s game who plays on a
professional, semi-professional or collegiate level has
adopted a “butterfly” style of goal tending. This style
requires goalies to “go low” and spread their body to cover
as much of the net as possible.

Hedges is old school. She uses a stand-up style that most
goalies have converted from. This method is best used to
handle long shots and shots from around the wall, but when
shooters get closer, the position becomes more vulnerable,
Bechard said. When Hedges is in play, he changes up the
defensive strategy a little bit.

“You have to tell the guys to protect her around the net,”
he said. “She can handle the long shots really well. But
anything tight, within four or five feet, if she doesn't go
down, she’s susceptible to those low shots”

Still, Hedges defended her style of play and said she
was more comfortable with it. Many goals that are scored
happen on second-chance opportunities after the initial
shot on goal, and the stand-up style can reduce the number
of those opportunities, she said.

“I don’t have to spend time recovering from a save if 'm
already on my feet. With the butterfly, if the puck ricochets,
it’s not as easy to control (where it goes). You can direct it
standing up. I feel it gives you more puck control in those
rebound situations.”

The stand-up style worked pretty well for Hedges one
time in high school, when her team, which she described
as terrible, was playing one of the best teams in the area.
No, there wasn’t a monumental upset, she said — her team
lost 2-0 — but Hedges kept that game from being a rout.
She had 83 shots fired at her and blocked 81 of them, she
said.

“I envy the focus that I had that night and dream about
having it one day again,” she said. “It was like an outer-
body experience”

Being a kid again

Hedges follows a pretty tight schedule these days. From
sunrise to sunset, she trains Soldiers in 1st Battalion
(Airborne), 507th Parachute Infantry Regiment. After
that, she pours her free time into hockey, either playing
or coaching.

She coaches a 10-and-under and a 12-and-under youth
team in the Columbus Hockey Association. This usually
takes time out of weeknights as well as three to four hours
on Saturdays, not including meeting with players for one-
on-one sessions, she said.

“I love coaching the kids and giving the opportunity to
be taught the fundamentals. I love watching them grow.

“When someone asks how the game went, I base my
comments off of ‘Did the kids show improvement? Did
they sustain their play from last week? The past three
weeks, 've been able to say, Yes.”

But the biggest reward of coaching has been the reminder
of the passion and zeal she once had for the sport as a kid,
that has since inevitably worn with age.

“I think adults are tainted and kids are amazing because
of their passion and imagination,” she said. “It allows me
to retain that kid that (has since been) tainted by adult
seriousness.”

Joe Drake, one of the organizers of the Peach State
Classic, said the poults division is often the highlight
of the night.

“These are the little T-ball guys who might hit the
ball and run to third base, so when they get up on the
stage, there’s no telling what they might do in a turkey
calling contest,” Drake said.

There will also be door prize giveaways, and Drake
said most that attend will end up with some sort of
prize.

Proceeds from the event will go to the family of
Jeremy Williams, a former local football coach who
suffers from ALS, more commonly known as Lou
Gehrig’s Disease.

hunting areas, Brickner said.

“Just about any area that is open is
going to have turkeys on it;” he said. “Fort
Benning is about 180,000 acres, and I can’t name a
place that doesn’t have turkeys on it

In order to hunt turkeys, hunters must first complete
the Georgia Hunter Education Course and obtain a
big game license.

Hunters are allowed to bag three male turkeys per
year, and must use the appropriate shotgun shot.

Brickner said he hopes those who have not yet tried
turkey hunting will give it a shot this season.

“We've been losing so many hunters over the last
few years,” Brickner said. “Were down something
like 10 or 15 percent, and we really don’t want to lose
the sport. We want people to come out and enjoy the
sport whenever they can find time to hunt. This time
of year, turkey hunting is pretty much the only thing
going, so if people like to hunt, they really should
learn how to hunt turkeys”
