BL.001 DEFINITIONS (NOV 2004) [For use in invitations for bids and requests for
proposals.]

(a) "Solicitation™ means an invitation for bids (IFB) when using sealed bidding and a request for
proposal (RFP) when an acquisition is negotiated.

(b) "Offer" means "bid" when sealed bidding is used and "proposal™ when an acquisition is
negotiated.

BL.002 BRAND NAME OR EQUAL (NOV 2004) [For use when brand name or equal
purchase descriptions are included in a solicitation.]

(a) If an item in this solicitation is identified as "brand name or equal,” the purchase description
reflects the characteristics and level of quality that will satisfy the NAFI's needs.

The
Contracting Officer is not responsible for locating or obtaining any information not identified in
the offer.



(d) Unless the offeror clearly indicates in its offer that the product being offered is an "equal”
product, the offeror shall provide the brand name product referenced in the solicitation.

BL.003 AMENDMENTS TO INVITATIONS FOR BIDS (NOV 2004) [For use in
invitations for bids.]

(a) If this solicitation is amended, then all terms and conditions that are not modified remain
unchanged.

BL.006 CONTRACT AWARD-SEALED BIDDING (DEC 2005) [For use in all invitations
for bids, except those for construction.]



(a) The NAFI will evaluate bids in response to this solicitation without discussions and will
award a contract to the responsible bidder whose bid, conforming to the solicitation, will be most
advantageous to the NAFI considering only price and the price-related factors specified
elsewhere in the solicitation.

(b) The NAFI may-
(1) Reject any or all bids;
(2) Accept other than the lowest bid; and

Any information given to a prospective
offeror concerning a solicitation will be furnished promptly to all other prospective offerors as an
amendment of the solicitation, if that information is necessary in submitting offers or if the lack
of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective offerors.

(c) The failure of descriptive literature to show that the product offered conforms to the
requirements of this solicitation will require rejection of the bid.

(b)(1) Any technical proposal under step one of two-step sealed bidding, modification, revision,
or withdrawal of such proposal received at the office designated in the request for technical
proposals after the exact time specified for receipt will not be considered unless the Contracting
Officer determines that accepting the late technical proposal would not unduly delay the
acquisition; and-

(i) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the
request for technical proposals, it was received at the initial point of entry to the
Government/NAFI infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior
to the date specified for receipt of proposals; or

(ii) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the installation
designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government/NAFI control prior
to the time set for receipt; or

(iii) It is the only proposal received.
(2) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful proposal that makes its terms

more favorable to the NAFI will be considered at any time it is received and may be
accepted.



(c) Acceptable evidence to establish the time of receipt at the installation includes the time/date
stamp of that installation on the technical proposal wrapper, other documentary evidence of
receipt maintained by the installation, or oral testimony or statements of Government/NAFI
personnel.

(d) If an emergency or unanticipated event interrupts normal processes so that technical
proposals cannot be received at the office designated for receipt of technical proposals by the
exact time specified in the request for technical proposals, and urgent NAFI requirements
preclude amendment of the request for technical proposals, the time specified for receipt of
technical proposals will be deemed to be extended to the same time of day specified in the
request for technical proposals on the first work day on which normal processes resume.

(e) Technical proposals may be withdrawn by written notice received at any time before the
exact time set for receipt of technical proposals. If the request for technical proposals authorizes
facsimile technical proposals, they may be withdrawn via facsimile received at any time before
the exact time set for receipt of proposals, subject to the conditions specified in the provision,
Facsimile Bids.

(c) Any bidder that has submitted multiple technical proposals in step one of this acquisition may
submit a separate bid on each technical proposal that was determined to be acceptable to the
NAFI.

BL.019 FACSIMILE BIDS (NOV 2004) [For use in solicitations if facsimile bids are

authorized.]

(a) Definition. "Facsimile bid," as used in this solicitation, means a bid, modification of a bid, or



withdrawal of a bid that is transmitted to and received by the NAFI via electronic equipment that
communicates and reproduces both printed and handwritten material.

(b) Bidders may submit facsimile bids as responses to this solicitation. These responses must
arrive at the place and by the time, specified in the solicitation.

(c) Facsimile bids that fail to furnish required representations or information or that reject any of
the terms, conditions, and provisions of the solicitation may be excluded from consideration.

(d) Facsimile bids must contain the required signatures.

CONTRACT AWARD-SEALED BIDDING-CONSTRUCTION (DEC 2005) [For
use in all invitations for bids for construction work.]

(a) The NAFI will evaluate bids in response to this solicitation without discussions and will
award a contract to the responsible bidder whose bid, conforming to the solicitation, will be most
advantageous to the NAFI, considering only price and the price-related factors specified
elsewhere in the solicitation.

(b) The NAFI may reject any or all bids, and waive informalities or minor irregularities in bids
received.

(c) The NAFI may accept any item or combination of items, unless doing so is precluded by a
restrictive limitation in the solicitation or the bid.

(d) The NAFI may reject a bid as nonresponsive if the prices bid are materially unbalanced
between line items or subline items. A bid is materially unbalanced when it is based on prices
significantly less than cost for some work and prices which are significantly overstated in



relation to cost for other work, and if there is a reasonable doubt that the bid will result in the
lowest overall cost to the NAFI even though it may be the low evaluated bid, or if it is so
unbalanced as to be tantamount to allowing an advance payment.
